KCC hosts 2024 Youth Media Production Contest

Diverse competition events are featured under the theme of ‘In Search of New Media for a New Era!’

To celebrate the International Youth Day on Aug. 12, the Korea Communications Commission (KCC, Acting Chairperson Kim Tae-kyu) hosted the 2024 Youth Media Production Contest at the Daejeon Community Media Foundation Center from August 8 (Thursday) to August 9 (Friday). In the category of “Contest for Ideas about New Technologies,” a total of four teams were honored, including the grand prize winner of Yang Chae-won (Daejeon St. Mary's Girls’ High School) for the individual category.
